1 ITU should advertise vacancy notices as widely as possible to encourage employment applications from women.
2 ITU Member States are encouraged to put forward female candidates.

3 Vacancy notices should encourage the submission of applications from women.

ITU recruitment procedures should be amended to ensure that, if the number of applications so allows, at every
screening level, 50 per cent of all candidates moving forward to the next level are women.

5 In grade levels where gender balance targets are not met, the hiring manager shall prepare a memo justifying the
proposal of a candidate that does not improve ITU's gender representation, also taking into consideration geographical
distribution.

6 Conditions should be created for advanced training and career development for women at work and outside
work.
